Before Class:

· Prepare participant folders, placing each necessary item in folder before class.

· The flag game is to be used as a guessing game. Let residents decide on their own which flag belongs to the country, and then let them get in groups and try to decide the country of each flag, if any group gets all flags right, congratulate them. If available you can provide a small prize to the winning team
